MUELLER SERVES AS OFFICER IN MEAD FFA

    Throughout high school, students tend to want to join sports, clubs and activities to devote their spare time to. Junior 

Miranda Mueller has chosen to give her time to activities that are unlike those at Yutan. Her desired choices of extra 

curriculars have been Mead High School’s Future Farmers of America (FFA) program and various 4-H activities.  
 

   Mueller first heard of these activities through her friends from other schools. When she decided that she would like to 

join, she had to look for schools other than Yutan High School because they do not have their own FFA program. Eventually, 

she landed at Mead High School, which was conveniently close enough to home.  

 

    “I had wished that Yutan had a FFA program when I started out, but I don’t mind going out to Mead.” Mueller said. 
 

    Similar to sports, music and acting, FFA is most certainly enjoyable, but it has an added seriousness to it.  
 

    “Everybody works hard,” Mueller said. “We all share the common goal to do our best.”  
 

    Attire for FFA differs from most activities. They’re expected to dress formally in order to represent themselves in a 

positive manner. 
 

    “I like how we dress… It’s one of the several ways we get to show our pride for our team.” Mueller said. 
 

   FFA programs consist of varying competitions. These competitions can differ per person based on what they choose. 

Mueller has chosen to compete in veterinary science, livestock judging, livestock management and parliamentary procedures.  
 

    “I really like competing with my teammates,” Mueller said. 
 

    Often associated with FFA’s competitions is the showing of farm animals. The showing of sheep, pigs and rabbits is a 

major part of how Mueller has decided to participate in FFA and 4-H activities. 
 

    “Pigs are my favorite animals that I’ve shown,” Mueller said. 
 

    Being a pet owner can be one of the many joys in life, but with showing animals in FFA, it can be hard work as well. 

Showing animals isn’t just about making sure they look clean and pristine. It also means having to spend several long hours 

teaching them how to act appropriately. 
  

    “If you don’t train your animals correctly, you generally do awful in competitions,” Mueller said. 
 

    Although it takes a lot of time and effort to train animals for show time, they’re also considered loving pets. 
 

    “I treat my pigs, sheep and rabbits just like how I would any dog or cat,” Mueller said. 
 

   Miranda’s decision to join an activity at another school has been mostly positive for her. On the other hand, Mead’s 

FFA program meets during the school day, which means Miranda has to miss part of her every day core classes.    
 

    “My favorite part of the day is to go over to Mead and start class there,” Mueller said. “I don’t mind missing some of 

my classes at Yutan and I always make up the work on time.”  
   
    Taking care of other living beings and having the responsibility to other teammates grows moral values for Mueller. 

Through FFA she has learned to work hard, be productive and a good teammate.  
 

 “I’ve learned a lot, but I would say the most important thing I have learned is leadership skills,” Mueller said. 
 

    With these leadership skills, Mueller has been given the position of secretary on her FFA chapter.  
 

    “In order to do well in FFA, you have to work really hard,” Mueller said. “I try my best.”  
      
    Colleges tend to look out for students who have leadership qualities such as Mueller has. She plans on expanding her 

love for agriculture by learning more in college as well as in her future career.

SCHOOL APPROVES PURCHASE OF NEW MESSAGE BOARD

   Digitally upgrading things around the school can be costly, but they represent Yutan in a modern way. According to the 

school board, installing a new message board along Second Street is the next step to progressing in this digital race. 
 

    The new board will cost $17,794 and not a penny of it will be paid for by the tax dollar. Some of it will be paid for by 

leftover money from the digital scoreboards and previous graduate class donations, but more than half the cost has been 

donated by the Fine Arts Boosters. 
 

    “It was anywhere from cookie dough sales to the carnival to soliciting money,” superintendent Stan Hendricks said. “It 

was all fundraising...And I want to stress that.” 
 

    This new message board will have digital screens much like the one at the Yutan Fire Station and the board you see as 

you enter town. And similar to the current message board, the new board will be two-sided. 

   “Before, we were pretty limited to space and what we could get up there,” Hendricks said. 
  
    The messages will flip through different slides on the new message board for greater amount of text without being 

limited to only one message per side. 
 

    One problem they currently face is running out of letters to put on the board. Athletic director Doug Veik currently has 

to choose a message that doesn’t use the same letter multiple times because of the limited amount of letters. 
  
    Veik is in charge of changing the message board, which means he must walk outside and put it up manually himself or 

with the help of students in study hall who have nothing to do. But this new message board will be wireless, so the weekly 

runs to the message board won’t be necessary.  
 

    Just like the scoreboards, Hendricks believes the new message board is a good way to modernize the school. 
 

    “We believe we are looking at progressive things and the message board is part of that visual representation,” 

Hendricks said. “We’re looking at always improving.” 
 

    The new message board should arrive in the middle of February and school officials plan to assemble it with the help 

of Yutan staff or if needed, with the help of people in the community.  

  

    “When we get it,” Hendricks said, “we’ll then determine if we can install it by ourselves.”

The January school board meeting was focused on principal and superintendent evaluations. Supt. Hendricks 

reviewed the principal evaluation process for the board. Also, the board held in open session the mid-year 

evaluation of Supt. Hendricks. The renewal of the superintendent’s contract was on the agenda, but was not voted 

on for lack of a motion. 
 

The negotiated agreement between the board and teachers wasn’t quite ready to present to teachers for their 

approval, so the board tabled that issue for another month. 
 

The results of the ALICAP safety audit were presented to the board along with comments about the walk-through 

the maintenance team had completed in response to the safety audit. 
 

The board was informed that the utility vehicle approved at the December meeting had arrived, the marquee is 

due to be shipped early in February, that camera installation has been nearly completed and that R.E.A.P. money 

from the 2014-15 school year was used to reimburse costs of Chromebooks purchased last summer.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES FOR YUTAN PUBLIC SCHOOLS 
Again, this year Yutan Public Schools is using the School Beacon (School Messaging System). Information concerning early 

release, late starts, no school or any unexpected changes concerning activities will be transmitted to enrolled parents, through 

home or cell phone message & e-mail. Parents who wish to sign up for this may go to the school website: 

www.yutanpublicschools.com All school closings will be posted on the radio stations WOW 94.1 AM, KFAB 1110 AM or 

local TV stations. 

The Yutan School District has developed a School Safety and Security Plan that is designed to minimize 

danger to anyone occupying a school building should an emergency occur. Our main objective is to attend to 

the health and welfare of your children in the event of a crisis. 

In most emergencies your children will remain and be cared for at the school she/he attends. In the rare event of an 

emergency affecting the school your child attends that prohibits re-entry to the building (such as a broken gas or water 

main, a fire or toxic chemical spill), all students will be escorted to the St. John’s Lutheran Church. Junior and senior 

high students may be dismissed to return home for the day. Elementary students’ parents will be contacted regarding 

dismissal procedures. 

We ask that you follow this procedure if you hear of any school emergency: 

¶ TURN ON YOUR RADIO OR TELEVISION. We will keep the media informed of any emergency 

and of any dismissal procedures. 

¶ PLEASE DO NOT TELEPHONE THE SCHOOL. We have limited phone lines. These must be used to 

respond to the emergency. 

¶ PLEASE DO NOT COME TO THE SCHOOL UNLESS REQUESTED TO PICK UP YOUR CHILD AT 

THE SCHOOL OR DESIGNATED PICK UP AREA.  Any emergency involving your child’s school may mean that 

emergency vehicles and workers must be able to get to the building. If the emergency necessitates relocation of staff and 

students you will be informed via the media.
